2010 TOUR DESCRIPTIONS 

TOUR #1 Sandia Peak Aerial Tramway / Dinner at High Finance:  Thursday, September 16, 2010 – 6:00 p.m. – 10:00 p.m.   If you have ever wanted to have dinner two miles above sea level, then ride the Sandia Peak Tram, the world’s longest free-span cable tramway, and dine at High Finance.  The 2.7-mile ride to the top will take you through four of the seven life zones found in North America and takes you to an elevation of 10,375 feet above sea level, you will marvel at the thousands of square miles of breathtaking scenery and panoramic views in all directions. Enjoy dinner at High Finance Restaurant, offering spectacular views, sunsets, and city lights. This is a dining experience “above them all.”  Choose from a menu that includes pan-seared Mahi Mahi, chicken florentine, roasted black angus prime rib, or New York strip steak.  A tossed mixed green salad or cup of soup, dessert, and coffee, tea, or soft drink are also included.  Alcoholic Beverages not included.  Includes transportation, round trip tram ticket, dinner, gratuities, and all applicable taxes. 

TOUR #2 Los Alamos/Bandelier National Monument/Santa Fe:  Saturday, September 18, 2010 – 8:30 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. [includes driving time of about 3 hours total] Travel north to Los Alamos, selected by the Federal Government in 1942 as the site of the top secret Manhattan Project.  You will visit Bradbury Science Museum, which is operated by Los Alamos National Laboratory (LANL).  At the museum you will learn how LANL scientists are using the latest technologies to deal with the complex challenges of today’s world, including issues of national security, energy, transportation, and commercial applications of military technology.  There are science demonstrations, a laser you can play with, and exhibits on DNA fingerprinting.  Continue to Bandelier National Monument, best known for its mesas, sheer-walled canyons, and the ancestral Pueblo dwellings found among them. This fascinating archaeological site, situated at 7,000 feet above sea level, encompasses over 32,000 acres of wilderness crisscrossed by 60 miles of maintained trails.  Frijoles Canyon is famous for its extensive Anasazi ruins and cliff dwellings that date back to about 1100 AD.  The Anasazi farmed this canyon for over 400 years and lived in multi-storied stone and mud structures or in caves carved out of the volcanic cliffs.  Be prepared for changes in the weather by dressing in layers and wear comfortable closed-toe shoes. Sunscreen recommended.  Enjoy a box lunch at Bandelier before continuing to Santa Fe. Upon arrival in Santa Fe you may take an optional guided walking tour, visiting such points of interest as the historic Plaza, St. Francis Cathedral, the Loretto Chapel, with its famous “miraculous” staircase, and the San Miguel Mission. Today it is the heart and soul of the Southwest, and “Santa Fe Style” is synonymous with all the best the region has to offer. Its historic Plaza, winding streets, covered arcades, hidden gardens and courtyards, and Pueblo-style architecture reflect the blending of Indian, Hispanic, and Anglo cultures.  Depart Santa Fe at approximately 5:30 p.m.  Includes transportation, guide; walking tour, admissions, box lunch, gratuities, and applicable taxes.  

TOUR #3 Acoma “Sky City” Pueblo:  Saturday, September 18, 2010 – 9:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.  Your day begins with a scenic drive across the Colorado Plateau to Acoma Pueblo, known as "Sky City." Situated 350 feet above an outstretched valley atop a massive sandstone mesa at 7,000 feet above sea level, it is the oldest continuously inhabited settlement in the United States. A Pueblo member will take you on a ¾-mile leisurely guided tour of the village, explaining the culture and history of the tribe.  A camera permit is included in the price of admission but video recorders are prohibited.  Tour includes transportation, admissions, box lunch, bottled water on coach, guided tour of Acoma with camera permit, gratuities, and all applicable taxes.

TOUR #4 Carlsbad Caverns National Park:  Sunday, September 19 – Tuesday, September 21, 2010
DAY ONE – Sunday, September 19, 2010: Early morning departure for Carlsbad Caverns National Park.  Enroute there will be a stop in Roswell for lunch and a visit to the Roswell Art Museum, a WPA project founded in 1935 that boasts an impressive collection of modern masters and noted regional artists.  Overnight in Carlsbad.  Meals included: L, D

DAY TWO – Monday, September 20, 2010: First stop this morning is a visit to the WIPP Experience Exhibit enroute to the Caverns is possible.  This exhibit features a brief documentary on the project and numerous displays. Friendly staff are available to answer questions about this one-of-a-kind facility and free 250-million-year-old rock salt samples are available for all visitors!  Visit Carlsbad Caverns National Park.  This national treasure is unsurpassed in both the immensity of its subterranean chambers and beauty of its limestone formations.  In the foothills of the Guadalupe Mountains this seventy-three-square-mile national park protects a series of spectacular underground rooms created by groundwater eating through a limestone reef formed some 250 million years ago, when this part of New Mexico was submerged under the sea.  Descend 750 feet in a high-speed elevator to the famous Big Room.  Its ceiling is as high as a twenty-five story building and its floor space the size of fourteen football fields!  Return to Albuquerque and check-in at the Best Western Rio Grande, located conveniently adjacent to Old Town.  Dinner on your own.  Meals included: B

DAY THREE – Tuesday, September 21, 2010: Your Destination Southwest guide will be available on Tuesday morning for an optional walking tour of historic Old Town or to offer suggestions for other morning sight-seeing activities before your departure home.  The hotel offers a shuttle service to the ABQ International Airport. Meals included: B
